Visit the Irish Railroad Workers Museum on Saturday, June 11 to talk to Walter Stevens who was raised on Lombard and Pratt Streets near the present day Irish Railroad Workers Museum.  Mr. Stevens will talk about the neighborhood and what it was like to be a child growing up there in the 1920's and 1930's.  Mr. Stevens will talk at 11:30 and 1:00 p.m. Following his talks there will be tours of 918 Lemmon Street.  
The Irish Railroad Workers Museum consists of two rowhouses on Lemmon Street.  918 Lemmon Street is interpreted as the home of Irishman James Feeley who lived in the house for 20 years with his wife and six children.  Feeley worked as a boiler maker at the Mount Clare shops of the B & O Railroad.  920 Lemmon Street is a museum with exhibits depicting the Irish immigrant's experience in Baltimore.  The Irish Railroad Workers Museum is open 
11 - 2 on Saturdays and admission is free.  The museum is one block across Pratt Street from the B & O Railroad Museum.
